June 6 Town Hall Meeting Report: Annex Update

The disposition of the Annex was discussed.

1. The Master Plan calls for the Annex to be torn down and the property to be
used for parking. Seventy-seven parking places would be the maximum number
the property will hold. We now have twenty-eight spaces.

2. We presently have four tenants. Finding new tenants is difficult because of the
amount and quality of commercial lease property available in South Tampa and
Westshore.

3. Expenses for the Annex, i.e., mortgage and maintenance, exceed the revenue
at a level that requires attention and possible future action.

4. We are receptive to suggestions from the church family. The disposition of the
Annex needs to be an ongoing discussion of the church leadership and church
family. Please provide those suggestions to the staff, a member of the Advisory
Council or a member of the Finance Board. In the next few weeks, a recom-
mendation will be forthcoming from the Finance Board.
